Close relatives are the spouse, civil partner,
parent, grandparent, brother, sister, child or
grandchild of the applicant.

The person you wish to appoint as your proxy can
only act as proxy if they are 18 or over (16 or over
in Scotland at Scottish Parliamentary and local
government elections) and they are (or will be)
registered for that election or referendum.
